Here you can enjoy the 
unspoilt beauty of the wild Northern nature and see the Northern Lights from the 
panoramic Windows. Approximately every night there is an opportunity to observe and 
photograph the Northern Lights

Day 5: Murmansk

Visit to Saami Village 

The Sami are the indigenous peoples of the North who live in the far North. Today, 
Sami people live on the territory of Russia, Finland, Sweden and Norway. The main 
craft of these people has long been the breeding of deer, and this activity remains 
relevant to this day. In our tour to the
